Registration forms must be received by Friday, 
September 18, 2020. 
School Day tickets are limited, so please send your 
registration in as soon as possible. If there is a 
change in the registration totals after your form is 
submitted, call 800.952.8392 x283 or email customer 
service by Friday, September 25, 2020. 

Upon Arrival at Festival
Each group needs to designate a leader who will 
pick up the group’s registration packet at the 
Jonesborough Visitors Center which is located at 117 
Boone Street. Please make sure all chaperones and 
additional adults are aware of the designated group 
leader. The group packet will contain the admission 
tickets and Festival programming schedules. 

Unloading
There is a designated bus lane at the Jonesborough 
Visitors Center parking lot to unload passengers. 
While the bus is unloading, the group leader should 
pick up the group’s complete registration packet at 
the Festival Registration desk inside the Visitors 
Center. The remaining chaperones can assist your 
students as they unload the bus quickly and safely. 
Buses may park at the Jonesborough Elementary 
School located at 306 Forest Drive off US Highway 
11E. The fee to park is $5 per day, and the shuttle fee 
is $1 per person each way (age 5 and under are free). 

While at the Festival
The Family Library Tent is especially appropriate 
for school groups. Please note that seats cannot 
be reserved or saved within the Festival tents. We 
recommend that students remain at the Family 
Library Tent during performances, yet we recognize 
they may want to go to other parts of the Festival 
grounds. If students go elsewhere within the 
Festival grounds, they should be accompanied by a 
teacher or chaperone at all times.

**Please refrain from entering or exiting 
tents during a performance.**

School Group Requirements
•	School Day discounts are available to 3rd through 

12th grade groups on Friday, October 2 from 10:00 
am until 5:00 pm.

•	The group must contain at least 10 students, 
registered as a group with one transaction.

•	For all grades, you must bring a minimum of one 
adult, either a teacher or designated chaperone, 
for every 15 students.

School Group Rates
A special rate of $20 per student is available to 
organized school groups of 10 or more students.
  
The following rates apply to teachers and 
chaperones for School Groups.

• One teacher/chaperone for every 10 students will 
receive complimentary admission.

• The second teacher/chaperone for every 10 
students will qualify for a special rate of $20.

• Teachers/chaperones beyond this limit may 
purchase a ticket for $70 (discounted from $120).

	 Example:  If you bring 40 students, 4 adults would 
qualify for the complimentary tickets, adults 
5-8 would pay $20 per ticket and all other adults 
would pay $70.

• Bus drivers receive complimentary admission.
